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MEMBER INPUT:   Many thanks to Barb Plant for the following:  “September 8th, 2007 at the Celebration 
 
“Every year for 49 years, the Missouri Fox Trotter Horse Breed Association has put on a horse show that they call the 
Celebration. The event is held at the MFT world headquarters in Douglas County near Ava, Missouri. It starts on 
Labour Day and culminates in a grand finale the following Saturday night when the World Grand Champion titles are 
awarded. 
  
This year, Mark and I took two mares south for live cover and one went to Missouri so we decided to go to the 
Celebration’s World Grand Champion event while we were there.  
  
The rain had been coming down, on and off, for days by then, and the grounds were sloppy indeed. The grandstands 
are uncovered and, at the local Wal-Mart, Mark secured the last two umbrellas. We huddled under them to watch the 
show. 
This is very much a social event for folks and a friendly atmosphere prevailed despite the rain and may even have 
been enhanced by it as people gathered under covered areas in particularly heavy downpours. 
  
Soon we were engaged in conversation with other MFT enthusiasts. 
We met a couple from Washington State who flew in for the event. They spoke of a stallion and some people they 
know of in British Columbia who breed MFTs. As the Vice President of the newly formed Canadian Club, I was 
surprised that I had not heard of them. I think there may be many more MFTs in Canada that we don’t yet know about. 
  
I was wearing my green “Gaited Horse Group of Ontario” ball cap with the brown bill when a man walked by me 
wearing the same hat! I was delighted to meet Peter Rolfe and his wife Anita from Mansfield, MO. He received his hat 
from Naomi Siegel who is involved with both the MFTCC and the GH-GO.  
  
This year, in the interest of fairness, each event was judged by 5 men. Seven judges drew cards for each event and 2 
of them sat out. Ribbons were presented by two accomplished youth members elegantly decked out in evening 
dresses and mud boots.  
  
“I concentrated very hard on what I was seeing in the ring and picked my favourites. Too often I was influenced by 
colour and my choices didn’t always do very well except in one event. The 4 year old open had two horses that made 
it easy to pick. I chose “Sunrise Tradition” for first and “Jesters Special Time M” for second. The Sunrise horse is a 
perfect dapple palomino and the Jester horse a gorgeous dark pointed grey. Seems it was a bit of a no brainer, 
though, as all 5 judges saw it the same way. I could hear the folks around me calling it that way too.  
  
Our mare was staying at Joyce Swope’s place near Louisburg, MO. She has in her care the stallion we bred our mare 
to. Joyce is a wonderful lady with a heart so big you can see it in her eyes. She loved my mare and she tried to trade 
me for her but I wasn’t budging. I had had my eye on Misty for a long time and I wasn’t about to part with her. But I 
sure was tickled at the compliments she paid her. 
  
Joyce owns a stallion by the name of “Top of the Class”. He goes by the barn name “Rambo”. Rambo is an awesome 
bay and he was crowned World Grand Champion Open Senior Model at the Celebration this year. It was a thrill to see 
him win. Congratulations to Joyce! 
 
As a breeder of MFTs, this is a must see event but I think anyone who owns, or is interested in MFTs, should go see 
them move in the show ring at Ava. It is a mesmerizing experience for sure. The more you watch, the more you can 
pick out the subtle differences. They are beautiful in motion and some of the colours are simply incredible. There were 
gold palominos and a dark chocolate with a bright white mane and tail. There was a red sabino that was the prettiest 
pink as well as dark dappled and gold buskins and the shiny blacks and greys and rich reds the breed is known for. 
  
An event at Ava always inspires and reinforces my desire to promote these fine horses here in Canada. So come on 
Canada, let’s go gaited, and go often and go together whenever we can because owning and riding and watching 
gaited horses is best done in a group of like minded horse lovers.”
